The Internal Revenue Service (IRS) requires that all businesses, including non-profits like SVdP, file a 1099-MISC Form each calendar year to report the payment of rent to any landlord that is not classified as a corporation or a tax-exempt organization.
Attached you will find an IRS Form W-9 Request for Taxpayer Identification Number and

Certification. This form requests the information needed in the event we must file a 
1099-MISC at the end of the year. This information is necessary BEFORE we can make a payment for your tenant.

We understand that some Landlords who do not have an Employer Identification Number (EIN) may be reluctant to provide a Social Security Number (SSN). Please know that this information will be kept confidential by the Society of St. Vincent de Paul and only used for the purposes of filing a 1099-MISC Form (if required). 
None of the information provided on the Form W-9 will be shared with your tenant and the Form W-9 will be kept in a secure location. If you do not use your SSN and do not have an EIN, refer to the IRS Instructions for W-9s (https://www.irs.gov/pub/irs-pdf/iw9.pdf) to learn how to request one. 

In compliance with IRS regulations, our St. Luke Conference will be processing the
1099-MISC for payments to landlords at or above $600.00, at the end of the year.
